OCP2 focuses on youth 14-21 who have emotional and mental health challenges, and who may also have experiences with trauma and/or substance use issues, by supporting their recovery, resiliency and wellness.

	1. Determine eligibility using Referral Form
2. Disuses TIP and other services with youth
3. Complete the form and gather required documentation, including release of information
4. Send to Tiffany Smith, OCP2 Clinical Integration Coordinator at tsmith@bbhcflorida.org 
5. Tiffany will send disposition form with determination
6. If meets criteria, referral is sent to provider who will engage the youth with services immediately
	1. Once youth is engaged in services, the agency’s TIP Transition Facilitator will discuss the purpose of the evaluation to give feedback about services
2. Youth will choose whether or not to be contacted about the Evaluation
3. An OCP2 Peer Evaluator will contact the youth to discuss benefits of participating 
4. If the youth/family agree, they are “enrolled” into the evaluation so their feedback can improve our system of care
